Levantamento dos guias gerais e espe-
cializados publicados apés 1960, visando uma
melhor producdo, controle e difusdo deste tipo
de material.

INTRODUCAO

O usuério, ao recorrer a biblioteca ou servico de
informacdo, o faz com um problema especifico, que
podera ser resolvido pela consulta a uma determinada
fonte ou, ao contrario, requererd a utilizacdo de uma
obra de referéncia que, por sua vez, lhe indicara onde
encontrar a resposta desejada.

O conhecimento da literatura de qualquer assunto
€ o elemento principal para uma recuperacdo eficiente
da informacdo em qualquer servico ou departamento
de referéncia, através da utilizacdo dos meios conven-
cionais de acesso a informacdo, embora outros pro-
cessos possam ser empregados.
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Para se conhecer a literatura de um determinado
assunto, deve-se estar em contato com as obras de
referéncia a ele pertinentes, tais como: bibliografias,
indices e “abstracts” (obras que indicam ao usuario
outras fontes onde encontrar a informacéao) ; dicio-
narios, enciclopédias, anuarios, monografias, fontes de
informacbes bibliograficas, atlas, gazetas, diretérios,
(obras que fornecem a informacao), etc.; “reviews”,
“advances”, “progress of” (obras que discutem os
progressos, avancos ou fazem uma revisdo do assunto)
ou, através de guias da literatura, que sédo obras que
relacionam e analisam todos os materiais acima, de
modo geral ou incluindo apenas o0s materiais de um
campo especifico do conhecimento, dando uma viséo
panoréamica dos principais repertérios no assunto.

Um servico de informacdo pode poupar tempo ao
usuario em sua pesquisa, indicando-lhe um guia de obra
de referéncia no assunto, onde obterd a indicagdo dos
principais materiais em seu campo especifico, ou numa
area, ou em diversos assuntos, de modo geral, depen-
dendo do guia que se utilizar.

Neste trabalho, procurou-se incluir apenas os
guias publicados ap6s 1960, o que ndo acontece com
0s guias gerais, pois é importante o conhecimento de
sua evolucdo, dentro de uma perspectiva historica.

Os dados foram levantados nas bibliotecas do
University College Wales, College of Librarianship
Wales, em Aberystwyth; School of Librarianship,
Polytechnic of North London, em Londres e na Escola
de Biblioteconomia da UFMG, Belo Horizonte. Pes-
quisou-se no The Publisher’'s Trade List Annual 1974,
as principais casas publicadoras no material, quais
sejam, Oxford Press, Gale Research Company, The
Library Association, Collier-MacMillan, entre outras,
que, inclusive, relacionam obras de prelo, ainda sem
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0 numero total de paginas ou data exata de publicacao
da obra.

GUIAS DE OBRAS DE REFERENCIA

Conceituacdo — Apesar da palavra “guide” apa-
recer no titulo desse material no idioma inglés, as
definicdes de “guide” e “guidebook” usadas na edigéo
de 1943 da A.L.A. Glossary of Library Terms with
a selection of terms in related fields (1) e The Libra-
rians’ Glossary of Terms used in Librarianship and
the Book Crafts (3) em sua edicdo de 1971, estes
conceitos ndo satisfazem o uso atual de guia de obras
de referéncia. Os dois glossarios remetem para
“Handbook” . O primeiro diz que “Handbook” é uma
obra de referéncia, um manual. O segundo, um tra-
tado em assunto especializado, geralmente de modo
simples mas abrangente, contendo informacbes pre-
cisas e podendo ser carregado na mao; estritamente,
um livro de ciéncia ou tecnologia, escrito primeiramente
para praticantes e servindo como um livro para revisao
constante ou referéncia; também chamado manual.

W.A. Katz (4:32-6) em sua obra Basic Reference
Sources diz que os guias arrolam e analisam as obras
basicas de referéncia usadas tanto pelo usuario quanto
pelo especialista.

As definicbes acima ndo satisfazem o conceito de
guia de obra de referéncia, ou seja, um repertorio que
relaciona fontes de informacdo de modo geral, ou
dentro de um assunto especifico, incluindo comentarios
sobre o material arrolado." Pode ser atualizado atraveés
de novas edi¢cdes ou suplementos, ou como uma secao
de uma publicacdo peridédica. Ha que se diferenciar
guias e manuais de referéncia. Estes ultimos, além
de listar e comentar as obras de referéncia, dao uma
introducdo a cada capitulo ou parte da obra, incluindo
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um estudo bibliografico, discussdo dos problemas do
assunto ou do material, etc. O mesmo deve ser feito
com as obras do tipo “How to find out”, que tém as
caracteristicas dos manuais, embora de modo mais
resumido.

O objetivo principal dessas obras é indicar ao
usuario as fontes gerais de referéncia (que o ajudarao
na pesquisa) e as fontes especializadas (que lhe ser-
virdo na pesquisa de assuntos especificos. (4:32-6).

Os guias pretendem oferecer ao especialista uma
visdo ampla das obras de referéncias no assunto e,
ao mesmo tempo, ajudar o estudante, bibliotecario ou
leigos no assunto a encontrar facil acesso a literatura
em varios niveis e formas. Estas obras ndo devem
ser confundidas com bibliografias retrospectivas, que
tém a funcdo de relacionar obras dentro de um deter-
minado assunto e periodo de tempo e, dependendo de
seu objetivo, ndo incluem comentarios sobre o material
arrolado.

Tipos de Guias de Obras de Referéncia — Estas
obras podem ser divididas, basicamente, dependendo
do seu objetivo, em:

a) gerais — quando procuram incluir todos os
ramos do conhecimento humano, sem distin¢cdo de pais,
idioma ou periodo. Incluem-se neste tipo os manuais,
quando, dependendo de seu ambito, podem ser também
internacionais, nacionais, regionais, locais e, até mesmo,
seletivos.

Numa perspectiva histérica o Guide to Reference
Books publicado por C.M. WINCHELL em Chicago,
1967, pela American Library Association, em sua oitava
edicdo de 741 paginas, foi publicado pela primeira vez
em 1902, por Alice Bertha KROEGER, com o titulo
de Guide to the Study and Use of Reference Book.
Em 1910, o Publishing Board of the American Library
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Association convidou Isadore Gilbert Mudge para con-
tinuar o trabalho e ela o fez até a sexta edicao, datada
de 1936 e o primeiro suplemento a esta edigdo:
Reference Books 1935/37. A sétima edicdo data de 1951,
sob a responsabilidade de Constance M. WINCHELL.

Em 1929, J. MINTO publicou Reference books;
a classified and annotated guide to the principal works
of Reference, com 356 paginas, através da The Library
Association, em Londres. O suplemento a esta obra
apareceu em 1931, com 140 paginas e, como 0 primeiro,
arranjado pela Classificagdo Decimal de Dewey e
incluindo comentario sobre o material arrolado.

Lionel McCOLVIN publicou em Londres, em 1933,
pela Humphrey Toulmin: How to find out, obra que
inclui material sobre obras de referéncia de modo
geral e especializado, guias de livros e periédicos, em
suas 95 paginas.

Herbert S. HIRSHBERG analisa obras de refe-
réncia em ordem alfabética de assunto no Guide to
Reference Books, publicado em Chicago, pela American
Library Association, em 1942, com 259 paginas.

A.D. ROBERTS em 1951 publicou em Londres,
pela The Library Association, a segunda edicdo de
sua obra Introduction to Reference Books, 214 paginas.

Les Sources du Travail Bibliographique, publicado
em Genebra pela Librarie Droz e em Lille pela Giard,
entre 1950 a 1958, por Louise-Noelle MALCLES, inclui
0s seguintes assuntos em seus trés volumes :V. 1Biblio-
grafias gerais, V. 2 Bibliografias especializadas (cién-
cias humanas) e V. 3 Bibliografias especializadas
(ciéncias exatas e técnicas) .

Louis SHORES publicou em 1954 Basic Reference
Sources em Chicago, pela American Library Associa-
tion, com 378 paginas, baseado em seu trabalho anterior
(Basic Reference Books, 1937) .
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Em 1958, R. W. MURPHEY publicou em Nova
York, através da McGraw-Hill, How and where to look
it up; a guide to standard sources of information, com
721 péginas.

A primeira edicdo do Guide to Reference Mate-
rial, editado por A.J. WALFORD foi publicada em
1959, através da The Library Association em um
volume arranjado pela Classificagdo Decimal Universal,
incluindo comentario sobre o material arrolado. Em
1963 foi publicado o suplemento. O primeiro volume
da segunda edicdo apareceu em 1961 com o subtitulo
Science and Technology, tendo como editores assis-
tentes K.R. RIDER e F.R. TAYLOR. A terceira
edicdo desse volume é de 1973, com 615 paginas. O vo-
lume 2 Philosophy & Psychology, Religion, Social
Science, Geography, Biography & History, de 1968,
teve como assistentes A.L. SMYTH e C.A. TOASE.
A terceira edicdo desse volume é de 1975, com 647
paginas. O volume 3: Generalities, Languages, The
Arts and Literature de 1970, como os anteriores, tem
0 mesmo arranjo e caracteristicas.

No Brasil, zilda Galhardo de ARAUJO publicou
em 1960, Guia de Bibliografia Especializada, através
da Associacdo Brasileira de Bibliotecarios, do Rio de
Janeiro.

CONCLUSAO

Os guias de obras de referéncia sdo um tipo de
material que tém se desenvolvido nas ultimas décadas
e tém merecido estudo por parte de especialistas,
bibliotecarios e estudiosos. Esse aspecto foi ressaltado
por H.L.ALSMEYER JR. em seu artigo “A neglected
resource: guides to the literature”. G. SCHUTZE
relacionou cerca de mil guias referentes as literaturas
cientifica, técnica e médica em sua obra: “Bibliography
of guides to the S-T-M literature: Scientific, Technical,
Medical” publicada em 1958 em New York e atualizada
em 1963 através de suplemento cobrindo o periodo
1958 a 1962.
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Embora haja um grande trabalho desenvolvido
em relacdo a organizacdo da informacdo por tipo de
material, instituicdes que se preocupam em armazenar
e recuperar a informacdo devem voltar sua atencgdo
para os guias de obras de referéncia a fim de facilitar

o trabalho inicial da pesquisa bibliografica.
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
